They drummed up minority witnesses who
accused me of using racial epithets
against them -- without a shred of proof!

And this time, their strategy worked.

I was convicted and sentenced to prison
for ten years.

Ten years -- for putting my life on the
line every day and arresting a dangerous

I left the courtroom in shock, without
a chance to even kiss Adam or his daddy
good-bye.

I've been here in the Alderson, West
Virginia prison now for eight years.

I think about Adam every minute.

It is an unimaginable pain.

Maybe somefhing only a mother can feel.
I’'’ve missed eight of his birthdays.

And I wasn’t there in the hospital to
hold his hand when he had surgery to
repair his eardrum from the chronic
infections he had as a baby.

It broke my heart when he told me on
the phone that he wished I’d been there to
take care of him after the surgery.




But there is one ray of hope that I am
clinging to with all my heart and soul:

If you’ve heard of LELDF then you know
they’'re the best friend a police officer
could ever have.

LELDF helps defend good officers who have
been unfairly persecuted for their split-
second, use-of-force decisions in the line
of duty.

After the Chairman of LELDF heard about
my case, he told everyone on his board,
including former Reagan Attorney General Ed
Meese, about it.

Since then, these wonderful American
patriots have defended me in both of my
jury trials. Filed two appeals with the
U.S. Court of Appeals. And paid for legal
briefs, expert witnesses, and research.

But despite all the evidence of jury
tampering and political scape-goating, the
judge has refused to grant me a new trial.

She doesn’t want to admit that she made
a mistake sending me to prison for 10
years. :

Now I have just one chance left:
Filing a Petition for Commutation of

Sentence to the U.S. Justice Department and
the White House.

If I don’'t receive a commutation of




sentence, I will spend two more years in
this prison away from my son.

My friend, I have already missed eight
years of my little boy’s life.

I missed his first day of kindergarten
and his first day as an altar boy at
church.

And I can’t bear to think how many more
precious moments I will miss -- moments
that every mother treasures in her heart
but I will never see!

That’s why I am going to swallow my
pride and ask you the hardest question I’'ve
ever asked another person:

The U.S. Department of Justice has had
unlimited federal tax dollars to spend on
their case against me.

But I must rely on the generous hearts
of people like you to help clear my
innocent name and send me home to my son!

I was forced to resi@n my position in
the police department after my conviction
and I have no way of earning an income here
in prison.

So all I can do now is hope that good




Americans like you will come to my defense.
I simply have no other choice.
